The brakes, too, represent new dimensions in thieavation. The 18-inch format
provides optimum deceleration. The perforated Vatetil brake discs at the front
measure 365 millimetres in diameter, with similgrbrforated ventilated brake discs at
the rear in 324-millimetre diameter. Flow-enhangedtilation geometry incorporating
NACA jets on the underbody of the car ensures aptincooling of the brakes.

As a result, brake fading is significantly redues@n under extreme loads, such as on
the race track.

The latest generation of ESP has been modifiedfg@dly to suit the special properties
of the high-performance RS 4. Its interventionsreow later and shorter. It is also
possible to disable the ESP in two stages. Initeedtage only the traction control

(ASR) function is disabled; the other ESP functicgr®ain fully active.

In the second stage the ESP is completely deagetlyaicluding the traction control. All
electronic control then ceases. The integrateddaling function provides additional
safety in wet weather. When the road is wet th&dpads are applied to the brake discs
at regular intervals, unnoticed by the driver, #melbrakes are dried.

Design



The RS 4 features racing technology in plain cleth®@hile many of its features look
similar to the new Audi A4, the RS 4 is far morarihjust a fast derivative of Audi’s
successful mid-size saloon. The car is an almdsegnbrand-new development
tailored to the highest performance requirements.

The single-frame radiator grille, the rear end viishdistinctly horizontal styling and
the sculpted sides all prove that the RS 4 is tautyember of the A4 family. However,
the radiator grille in diamond look, the additioa@l inlets in the front end as well as
wheels developed specifically for the RS 4 cledifferentiate the car from a standard
Audi A4. The newly designed rear apron encompadsvwdarge tailpipes as well as
the discreet but effective spoiler integrated i@ boot lid and the rear side panels all
bear clear testimony to the saloon’s dynamic paéent

Compared with the Audi A4, the car's trim has bleerered by 30 millimetres. The
developers have also widened the front and reek,trasulting in a widening of the
vehicle body. However, all these modificationste body of the car are not only
significant in terms of design, they are also fioral in character.

A quarter of a
century's experience and market leadership indbewheel drive car segment
represent genuine benefits for Audi's customers.R8 4 features a new generation of
quattro drive with asymmetric/dynamic torque disition.

A Torsen centre differential distributes the poweethe front and rear wheels as
required, thereby ensuring optimum traction.



In variable road conditions the power can be immatedly diverted in full to the front or
rear depending on the torque. The new distribugymtem, which under normal road
conditions transmits 40 percent of the power tofthiet wheels and 60 percent to the
rear, makes the Audi RS 4 an even more impressdygigmic drive. Alongside
traction, controllability, stability, load reversahd transitioning, aspects of agility and
steering have also been substantially enhance@yrseating the highly sporty character
of the car.

The term “Torsen” comes from “torque” and “sensdiiat, taken together, quite
literally means “sensing the development and bupdsf torque”. The Torsen
differential is a self-locking worm gear. Thus theking action is only prompted under
the influence of the drive train. On braking andnesing the gearbox does permit
differences in engine speed, however.

The rear axle differential is fitted with additidreoling fins. This is Audi's response to
the high loads to which the RS 4 may be subjected.

19-inch wheels as standard

The RS 4 is fitted as standard with 19-inch whael$ 255/35 R19 size tyres.

For the RS 4 the Audi designers produced a rangighdfand attractive cast aluminium
wheels of 7 arm, double spoke design. A specialufsturing method means the

wheels are stronger, thinner and lighter.

Compared with the standard A4, the RS 4 is lowersed0 millimetres.
